Choice One: Letter to My Teacher

For this task, students will compose a letter to their teacher describing the book.
This letter should include the following components:

% Introduction to the book: title and author
% Summary: a brief description describing the characters, plot and resolution
% Personal opinion: a paragraph detailing personal thoughts about the book
o Did you enjoy the book?
o Why or why not?
o Would you recommend it to a friend?
% Should be at least one-page, double-spaced, 12-point font Times New Roman

double-sided journal entry. Double-sided journal entries are a great way to journal
as you read!
